broadband to improve supply and conditions of supply.

The development of the EBP has been initiated by the European
Commission (DG Information Society & Media) following an open Call
for Tender for the supply of a "Web Portal for Exchange of Good
Practice for Broadband Deployment". The project commenced in
January 2008 and will last for a period of 30 months.
